Wanda was more than a loving daughter, sister, mother and grandmother. She was a true pillar of the 
community. Her home was always a gathering place, where neighbours would come together, sharing 
stories, laughter and support. She believed in the power of community and lived it every day. 

Irene Jewell was a very active leader in her community. She was a Life 
Member of Alpha York Womenôs Institute and York UCW. She won the PEI 
Woman of the Year Award in 1980 and the Woman in Agriculture Award in 
1987. In 2018 Irene received the Order of PEI. Irene was a wonderful 
neighbour and friend. She loved to bake and in times of illness Irene would be 
first at your door with gifts of food and well wishes. She continued her kindness 
to neighbours with visits and phone calls well into her 90ôs. Her work ethic 
was an inspiration to everyone. She was a master gardener, maintained flower 
gardens and created beautiful baskets of cut flowers for her home, weddings 
and community events. During the summer months her home was surrounded 
by a beautiful display of flowers in containers.

GETTING TO KNOW MARY STEWART 
 
 

The Mary Stewart Collect is defined as ña short prayerò and was written by Mary Stewart in 1904. It is 

recited at branch, district, provincial, national and world meetings. It is a mantra members endeavor to 

live up to in daily life.  

 
Mary Stewart was born in 1876 in Ohio, and spent her childhood years at Georgetown, Colorado in the 

Rocky Mountains. 

Mary Stewart was the principal of the high school in Longmont, Colorado, a special teacher in a Denver 

high school, Dean of Women and teacher of Latin and English at the University of Montana. As Assistant 

Director of the United States Employment Service, Department of Labor, she was in charge of junior 

guidance and placement in its pioneer days. Later she was appointed superintendent of Indian Education 

representing the office of Indian Affairs in California. She contributed to leading American newspapers 

and magazines and published a book: ñMetrical Translations from the Latin Lyrics of the Poet Catullus.ò 

She spent her life as a student as well as a teacher and instructor of Latin. In 1942, Miss Pearl Brown of 

Texas, asked for and received permission to set the Collect to music. In England, when the Women's 

Institutes began in 1915, Mrs. Alfred Watt introduced the Collect. Since then this ñprayer for the dayò as 

Mary Stewart thought of it, has been used by English speaking women around the world. Miss Stewart 

died April 1, 1943 and is buried at Loveland, Colorado, in the shadow of the peaks of the Rockies that she 

loved so well.                                          An Excerpt from the Website of the British Columbia Womenôs Institute
